The follawing is a list of ways to minimize the risk of catching the HINI virus:

Cover your nose and mouth with your arm or a tissue when coughing or sneezing.

Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based cleansers are also effective.
Avaid touching your eyes, nose ar mouth since germs spread this way.

Try to avaid close contact (within two metres) with sick peaple.

Keep household surfaces clean. Wipe bedside tables, bathrooms, kitchen counters and children's toys with disinfectant.

Be prepared in case you get sick and need to stay home for a week or so. Stock up on food and supplies to avoid the need to go out in public while you are sick
ar contagious.

If you are sick with a flu-like iliness, stay home for at least 24 hours after your fever is gone.

Anyene who is pregnant, has diabetes or heart or lung problems should take extra precautions to avoid illness and seek medical attention when they develop
flu-tike symptoms.

If you have severe illness such as difficulty breathing go to your local emergency center.
